


Each of these “steps” need to be initialed by your family partner
and advisor before moving on to the next step.
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6 Months Prior:

Meet with your advisor. Present your idea and a summary of your
goals. Your advisor will help you to define/refine your project ideas.

5 Months Prior:

Present your final plans for your project to your advisor, including a
timeline of your own for your project. Final project plans must be
submitted to Esther Piekarski Lysaght, Project Coordinator, for approval
by herself & the Rabbi.

3 Months Prior:

Present your advisor with a summary of accomplishments to date.

2 Months Prior:

Return to advisor for further update, guidance, review or to
address any concerns about the project completion.

Friday Prior #o your Bar/Bat Mitavah:

You will present your project at the Friday night service
preceding your Bar/Bat Mitzvah.
